This program is designed to be an introduction to Flag Football for girls aged 10-14. It is in partnership with High 
School Girls Flag Football coaches and players. There will be a four-team maximum, with a short practice season,

Day/Times: Monday through Thursdays (5:45-7:00pm)*, typically two days a week 

Season:  Practices – June 17th through July 8th*  
 Games – July 10th through July 24th** (practices July 15 & 22) 

*Location, dates & times may change based on enrollment and other factors. 
**Inclement weather is a possibility. Games to be made up as soon as possible. Coaches to be advised of makeups. 

 
What should my child wear to practices, and games? Tennis shoes (cleats recommended), T-shirt, shorts or 
sweatpants. 

How will my child be placed on a team?  

 Based on enrollment, staff will determine number of players per team. 
 Parks & Recreation staff will place players on teams. 
 NO SPECIAL REQUESTS FOR TEAM PLACEMENTS WILL BE HONORED (Exception: Siblings) 

What will my child’s uniform consist of? Your child will receive a new team shirt, and flag belt which is theirs to 
keep. 

How will I find out what team my child is on? You should be contacted by a coach between the dates of June 10th 
– June 14th. If someone hasn’t contacted you by June 17th, 2024 informing you of which team your child is on, 
please call the office (770.683.7275) to find out the coach, practice time and team name.
